Sharpening prices are based on the standard overall length of the scissors. Left or right handed scissors are the
same price.

Up to 4" embroidery scissors $5.00
4"-8" $7.00
over 8" $10.00

NOTE: Very tiny, curved blades or damaged scissors may not be able to be sharpened satisfactorily, in which case no
charge will be made for attempting to do so**.

*Blades will be sharpened to the correct angle, depending on the function of the scissors, eg, general use, dressmaking, embroidery
trimmers, etc. Blades will be cleaned of glue, gum, rust, etc. as much as possible. Blade tips will be adjusted to close and cut to the
very point. Blade pivot will be tightened and lubricated if needed. Pinking shears and serrated blade scissors (generally kitchen shears)
will be sharpened on one blade only — the smooth straight blade
